There is a long 

tradition of blessing homes, 

especially on the Epiphany, 

which falls on Jan. 6 each year. 

Europeans have chalked their 

doors as part of Epiphany 

house blessings for centuries. 

Traditionally, the chalking is 

done above the lintel and takes 

this form: 20+C+M+B+22 - 

The letters are the abbreviation 

for the Latin phrase "Christus 

mansionem benedicat" - "Christ 

bless this house. The + signs 

represent the cross, and 20-22 

is the year. Please contact Fr. 

Dexter by January 4th if you 

would either like your home 

blessed or receive blessed 

chalk.
